38 39 Piemonte & Valle d’AostaCamper Food & Stories – Italy

Serves 4 to 6

4 shallots
3 cloves of garlic
2 stalks of celery
3 tbsp olive oil
4 bay leaves
4 slices of guanciale or pancetta
4 fennel sausages
400 g carnaroli rice
400 ml barolo wine
1200 ml meat stock
300 g borlotti beans (soaked or canned)
2 large tbsp butter
2 sprigs of parsley

If you’re using dried beans, first cook the beans in boiling water with 

1 bay leaf and 1 shallot.

Chop the remaining three shallots and garlic. Rinse and cut the 

celery into small pieces. Heat the olive oil in a large pan and sauté 

the onion and celery. Meanwhile, cut the guanciale into fine strips 

and add to the onion along with the garlic and the remaining 3 bay 

leaves. Stew everything for 5 minutes. 

Cut the sausages into pieces and fry on both sides with the rest in 

the pan. Now add the rice to the pan and stir well for a few minutes. 

Pour in the wine and let the rice absorb it. 

When the wine is almost completely absorbed, pour in the stock, 

stirring little by little, until all the stock has been absorbed. (Each 

time you pour a dash of stock into the rice, you let the rice absorb 

the stock almost completely. When the rice is almost ‘dry’, add 

another dash of stock). 

When the risotto is almost ready, add the beans. Continue stirring 

and absorbing for a while. Remove the pan from the heat and spoon 

in the butter. Stir everything well and serve with parsley according 

to your taste. 

A risotto with white beans and barolo wine: sounds good, doesn’t it? Even better:  
this dish calls for just the right amount of wine to make sure you can still have a glass while 

cooking. We’re adding some fennel sausages as well, just because they’re so delicious.

In 2019, Gerlin Heestermans started the online platform Toerist 
Modernist as an ode to Belgium’s often little-known modernist  
heritage gems. Soon her hobby – spotting houses and buildings,  
finding the courage to ring the doorbell and ask for a visit – became 
almost an obsession. She mapped out several architecture walks  
(and also organises tailor-made tours) to put the many amazingly 
handsome modernist houses and buildings on the map. Her Instagram 
account @toeristmodernist (with more than 24.5K followers)  
became a must-follow for architecture lovers.

As you may have guessed by the name, Paul 
Schellekens of Vanhout & Schellekens was Jozef’s 
son, and his office will be our final stop. Follow 
Steenweg op Mol and at the first intersection, turn 
right onto Parklaan.

Due to its hori-
zontal structure, the building is beautifully integrated 
into its surroundings.

Generally, people just tend to look at what’s in front of them 
and snap a photo without giving it a second thought. 
The result is either a very boring photograph (when you place 
your main subject in the centre of the frame) or a messy shot 
(when there simply is too much going on in the frame). 
They forget that the image needs some arranging, and that it’s 
up to the photographer to create order. Unlike a painter who 
can start from a blank canvas, your tools are the elements of 
reality. It’s your job to play with the elements with which you 
are presented and find some balance and structure. When 
you compose your photograph, you must decide what goes 
where, guiding the viewer’s eye to whatever it is you want 
them to see.

There are some tricks to help you with the composition of your 
image. ‘The rule of thirds’ is probably the best-known one. 
In fact, it is so well-known that it has been integrated into your 
camera and your phone. Find the ‘grid’ overlay in your settings 
and turn it on. You will see two horizontal and two vertical 
lines that divide the frame into nine equal zones. Now, bring 
your picture to life by moving your main subject away from 
the middle and aligning it with one of these lines. Better yet, 
position it at the intersection of these lines, also known as the 
four points of interest. This will help you arrange all the different 
elements in your frame, resulting in a better composition and 
therefore a more dynamic and compelling image.

Another simple way to improve the composition of your 
photos is to place the horizon on the upper or lower third, 
rather than in centre. You can align the tree with the left or 
right vertical and let the playing child bounce around on one 
of the four intersecting lines. Don’t worry if this all seems a bit 
forced at first. By practising and doing this more often, it will 
become second nature. 

Go to the park today and try to take ten good pictures that 
follow the rule of thirds. Start to shape your own reality.

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4_Sculptures Stored Away: The Dehumanising, Diminishing and Disregarded

The room also showcases a series of statues inextrica-
bly linked to 19th century anthropological currents that 
positioned African men and women as inferior beings. 
In this sense, two statues—one titled Defiance, the other 
Despair—fed into an iconography of the helpless and 
hopeless, reaffirming the need for Belgian colonial inter-
vention. Defiance, for instance, depicts a near-naked 
Congolese man, his face gorilla-like, that assimilates 
geographically-opposed traditions: his briefs, for ex am-
ple, originate from the Bas-Congo region whilst the knife 
that he clutches emanates from Maniema. It is a patch-
work, a state-sponsored selective memorial exercise 
anchored in fiction. Despair, on the other hand, shows 
a naked, fragile Congolese man almost begging to be 
saved, another perfect pretext to justify the purported 
humanitarian ideals that drove colonial incursions. 
Despite their charged imagery, the museum makes 
absolutely no attempt at deconstructing the purpose 
these statues served for the wider colonial enterprise, 
a failure that, in essence, re-colonises the mind by sim-
ple omission. In the same vein, Charles Samuel’s infa-
mous statue Vuakusu Batetela defending a woman 
against an Arab is somewhat of a relic of colonial dis-
course as it portrayed Arab slave traders as a threat, 
Congolese men as powerless and Congolese women 
as defenceless. In this way, Samuel’s statue—created 
for 1897’s colonial pavilion—offered an artistic narra-
tive justifying Leopold II’s claim that his intentions in 
Congo were merely to rid the country of its Arab slave 
merchants when in fact his aim was to appropriate the 
slave trade for his own benefit. Last but not least, the 

room also presents a series of reductive statues—The 
Lighter, The Woodcarver and The Chief—whose pur-
pose was to diminish the Congolese man and woman 
to mere keywords, a commodification of the African 
being. On the other hand, and testament to a curatorial 
strategy defined by dismissiveness and deflection, the 
museum also uses the room to dump busts of Émile 
Storms as well as general Tombeur (nicknamed the 
“Tombeur de Tabora” for his decisive expedition against 
Germans in Tabora). Here, the museum’s lack of any 
contextualisation can be construed as wilful avoidance; 
not knowing what to say without encroaching upon the 
structural coloniality that is still so deeply-enmeshed in 
its approach, the AfricaMuseum opts for the unsaid.
 Sitting in complete opposition to the rest of the 
room, Chéri Samba’s Réorganisation was a commis-
sion from the AfricaMuseum, a painting whose symbol-
ism the institution has exploited at length for marketing 
purposes, holding it up as evidence of its claimed new 
decolonial vision. The painting itself depicts a group of 
Congolese men attempting to wrest the Leopard Man 
away from the museum and another group of white men, 
with its director Guido Gryseels pompously looking on. 
Although the oeuvre astutely addresses the museum’s 
Eurocentric objectification of regional myths, it is Samba’s 
capacity to crystalise the ongoing debate around resti-
tution, and consequently reparations, that make it such 
a powerful and, some 21 years after its creation, relevant 
piece. However, the painting’s placement in what is 
essentially a graveyard room is questionable, as it sug-
gests a poor understanding of the tensions inherent in 
juxtaposing Wissaert’s Leopard Man with the very paint-
ing that aims to critique it.

BOTTELEN EN VERPAKKEN

Wanneer de likeur voldoende is gerijpt, en het com-

plexe smakenpallet tot volle ontplooiing is geko-

men, is het tijd om te bottelen. De likeur wordt dan 

uit de onderste vaten getapt en in flessen afgevuld, 

maar niet rechtstreeks: eerst wordt de drank nog 

gefilterd. Het bottelen zelf gebeurde vroeger, net als 

het stoken, helemaal ambachtelijk. In de jaren 1950 

werden er machines aangekocht om sommige stap-

pen in het proces te automatiseren, maar ook na de 

oorlog gebeurden veel verpakkingshandelingen nog 

lange tijd handmatig. Een aantal van de oude instal-

laties uit die tijd zijn nog bewaard gebleven, maar 

ze worden niet meer gebruikt: in de late jaren 1990 

kwam er immers een volautomatische bottellijn, ze 

staat centraal in de productiehal. Die kan worden 

afgesteld voor verschillende maten van flessen en 

heeft een capaciteit van ongeveer 3000 flessen per 

uur. De flessen krijgen vervolgens een kurken stop, 

en ook dat gebeurt automatisch. De miniatuur-

flesjes en zakflesjes hebben een schroefdop en wor-

den gebotteld op een aparte band. Na het stoppen 

worden er nog etiketten op de flessen gekleefd, en 

dan worden de flessen per zes gegroepeerd en auto-

matisch in dozen verpakt. 

BOTTLING AND PACKAGING

When the liqueur has matured sufficiently and 

its complex flavour profile has fully developed, 

the elixir is ready for bottling. The liqueur is 

then tapped from the bottom casks and poured 

into bottles. But first it needs to be filtered. The 

bottling used to be done entirely by hand, like 

the distillation. In the 1950s, the distillery pur-

chased machines to automate some steps in 

the process. However, most of the packaging 

process still required manual labour, even after 

the war. A number of the old installations from 

this period have been preserved although they 

are no longer in use. A fully-automated bottling 

line was built in the late 1990s. It is centrally 

located in the bottling hall. It can be adjusted 

to accommodate different bottle sizes and has 

a capacity of approximately 3000 bottles per 

hour. The bottles are then corked automatically. 

The miniature bottles and pocket bottles have 

a screw cap and are bottled on a separate line. 

After corking, the bottles are labelled and then 

packed per six in boxes.

Aanvankelijk stonden in het 
midden van de productiehal 
tafels waaraan vrouwelijke 
werknemers de flessen Elixir 
d’Anvers vulden, stopten en 
etiketteerden.

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NL: De Ware Jacob is nog maar sinds 1977 
een café, maar verdient niettemin absoluut 
een plekje in dit boek. Het interieur is im-
mers veel ouder – ik schat dat het dateert 
uit de jaren 1920 – en werd gered uit andere 
cafés. Zo is de toog afkomstig uit het Brus-
selse, waar hij ook vervaardigd werd door de 
in café-interieurs gespecialiseerde firma Bil-
let. Hij zou in een maritieme herberg hebben 
gestaan, vandaar het schip in houtsnijwerk. 
De lambrisering komt dan weer uit een café 
op de Leien in Antwerpen, al weet niemand 
nog uit welk café precies. 
Het pand waarin De Ware Jacob zich be-
vindt is een beschermd monument uit de 
16de eeuw, de tijd van de Spaanse bezet-
ting. Dit soort van 16de-eeuwse huizen in 
Antwerpen, Gent en Brugge hadden vaak 
smalle pagaddertorentjes, die werden ge-
bruikt als uitkijktoren om schepen te zien 
aankomen in de haven. De Ware Jacob heeft 
geen torentje, maar wel een smalle authen-
tieke wenteltrap die bewaard is gebleven; hij 
werd in de woning geïntegreerd om toegang 
te geven tot de hogere verdiepingen. Het is 
een van de weinige overgebleven pagadder-
trappen in Antwerpen. 
De huidige uitbater Guy Dockx nam De 
Ware Jacob 3 jaar geleden over uit nostalgie 
en liefde voor het oude. Hij wil de authen-
ticiteit van het café koste wat kost bewaren. 
In Antwerpen staat hij erom bekend dat hij 
De Ware Jacob zijn ziel terug heeft gegeven, 
dankzij speciaalbieren en fijne muziek- en 
poëzieavonden. En daar kan ik het helemaal 
mee eens zijn. Hij bewijst dat je een vergeten 
café nieuw leven kan inblazen met eerbied 
voor de geschiedenis.  

EN:  De Ware Jacob (true Jacob) has only 
been a café since 1977. This doesn’t mean it 
doesn’t deserve a spot. The interior is much 
older and was salvaged from other cafés. 
The bar came from a café in Brussels where 
it was made by the firm Billet who special-
ised in café furniture. The café was allegedly 
a maritime bar which explains the ship in the 
woodwork of  the bar.
The wooden wall panelling comes from 
another café in Antwerp. I date it from 
around the 1920s. The house is a listed 
building; it dates back to the 16th century 
during the Spanish rule. The steep stairwell 
you find in the back is from this period and 
one of  the very few ‘pagaddertrappen’ in 
Antwerp. ‘Pagaddertorens’ were slim high 
towers with a steep stairwell built onto some 
buildings to be able to see ships enter the 
harbour in cities like Antwerp, Ghent and 
Bruges. De Ware Jacob does not have the 
tower but the stairs are integrated into the 
house to get to the different floors. Hence 
the term ‘pagaddertrap’. 
The current landlord, Guy Dockx, took over 
the leasehold of  the café 3 years ago and 
speaks of  a love for the nostalgia and age of  
the café’s interior. He wants to preserve this 
authenticity out of  respect. 
Guy is well known and applauded in 
Antwerp for reviving De Ware Jacob. With 
his extensive beer list, great curated music 
and poetry evenings I cannot agree more.
This way a forgotten café can get a new lease 
of  life in a respectful manner.  

Hidden beneath the streets of Margate in Kent,  

the Shell Grotto is a bewitching, dream-like 

space to inhabit. Passing through an unassuming 

entrance in a quiet residential part of the 

seaside town, you head down below street level 

before being met with a warren of underground 

passages, all lined with softly gleaming seashells. 

The shells – 4.6 million of them, mainly British 

and found locally – are set into the chalk in 

beautifully patterned mosaics. Why? Who knows. 

The grotto was discovered by chance in 1835 and 

its origins remain unknown to this day, though 

theories range from an ancient pagan temple to 

an extravagant, Regency folly. See what you think 

when you step inside.  

You’ll want to wrap up warm for a trip down 

Beer’s Quarry Caves, even if it’s beach weather 

above ground. The cool, man-made labyrinth of 

underground tunnels is the result of over 2,000 

years of quarrying Beer Stone. The Romans were 

the first to start using the creamy limestone, 

but it’s since been used in famous buildings like 

Westminster Abbey and The Tower of London.

Every corner of this 13th century priory is dreamy. 

The huge Grade I-listed building, which sleeps 13, 

is all all sweeping stone arches, huge fireplaces, 

medieval window seats and floaty fabrics in 

calming shades. The Priory is the former gatehouse 

to an Augustinian monastery, which was founded 

in 1171, and centuries ago welcomed royalty, even 

acting as a royal hunting lodge for a time. These 

days, the romantic building, surrounded by Suffolk 

woodland, is an otherworldly place you can call 

home for a few days.

Sat at a high point with amazing views overlooking 

the landscape at Hackfall (page x) and beyond, the 

Ruin is one of the forest follies landowner William 

Aislabie created in the 18th century. While many 

of the woodland’s other buildings have fallen 

into disrepair, The Ruin has a different story. It 

was saved by the Landmark Trust and turned into 

a holiday home that truly is one of a kind. The 

building has two identities - from the front it is 

gothic in style while the side hidden from public 

view is rough and rugged, designed to evoke 

ancient Roman ruins. Uniquely, to access each of 

the Ruin’s three rooms you must use the outside 

terrace. A nighttime trip to the bathroom has 

never felt more dramatic.

You can  

find his statues of Paul Cézanne and Vincent van Gogh  

in La Rotonde in Aix-en-Provence and in front of the asylum  

in Saint-Paul-de-Mausole, respectively. This one stands on  

a terrace with a panoramic view overlooking the countryside 

around the hilltop town of Mougins. The statue is hard to  

miss as it is 2,4 metres tall and weighs 500 kilos. The work  

is a tribute to Pablo Picasso, who lived and worked in Mougins 

from 1961 until 1973, the year he died. The famous artist’s 

studio used to be housed in the building where the town’s 

tourist office is now located.
