• Accompanies a landmark exhibition opening at the 

Thyssen-Bornemisza National Museum, Madrid, in 

October 2022, before travelling to the Museum Ludwig, 

Cologne, and the Scottish National Gallery, Edinburgh.

• Includes contributions from a wide range of scholars, 

including curators from the National Art Museum of 

Ukraine in Kyiv.
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
